Dashboard: Originally dashboard was the name given to the wooden board attached to the front
of horse carriages. The dashboard prevented mud and rocks being splashed (or dashed) onto the
driver or passengers who sat immediately behind the horses’ hooves.

Car: Early travel was in horse drawn carriages. The manufacturers of carriages moved with the
times and offered carriages designed for others to attach to rail rolling stock. These carriage
makers also adapted their product to be mounted on a frame with wheels and an engine. The
common term for the finished item became “car” an abbreviation of “carriage.”

Tech Talk Summary

On October 9, five members of our club attended a Tech Talk on “Desert Heat Care and
Maintenance” at Royal Jaguar. The discussion was led by Damon Gregg, Service Manager, and
Jake, Level 4 Service Technician. The desert environment, primarily heat and dust, takes a toll on
various car systems, including rubber gaskets and seals, oil life, cabin and air filters, and batteries
necessitating in some cases increased scheduled checks or replacement timelines. The discussion
centered on issues that owners might experience and areas to check more frequently. An
interesting issue where some of the electronic warning and notification systems on newer cars
seem to not be functioning properly or changes in the operating feel of the car can actually be
caused by the battery losing power or being close to failure and the electronic system cutting off
some functions to preserve battery power. Additional topics included older versus newer car
maintenance requirements and parts availability. Royal has trouble sourcing parts on older
Jaguars and focuses on maintenance on cars 2010 and newer. Please watch for announcements
in the newsletter and emails for the next Tech Talk in the near future.
